· HUNGRY PEOPLE ARE CHILDREN: 35% of all emergency food assistance recipients
are children under the age of 18; over a quarter of households with children report that children have skipped meals or eaten less because of lack of food.
· HUNGRY FAMILIES ARE WORKING FAMILIES: Nearly 1 in 2 families on food
assistance has a working adult in the house.
· THE FOOD STAMP PROGRAM IS INADEQUATE: 70% of eligible households do
not know they can get food stamps; 82% of those with food stamps report that the stamps cover only half the month.
· FAMILIES ARE CHOOSING BETWEEN FOOD AND HOUSING OR UTILITIES:
47% of client households choose between paying for rent/mortgage and paying for food; 43% of client households choose between paying for utilities/heating fuel and paying for food.
